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Interactive dynamic technology can help students build concept images of core statistical
ideas and in the process surface common misconceptions about these ideas. Applet-like documents
allow students to take meaningful statistical actions in diverse situations, immediately see the
consequences, and reflect on those consequences in terms of specified learning outcomes. Results
from using the materials with preservice elementary teachers will be reported.
